
SOUTH EAST QUEENSLAND INTERCLUB EVENTS

“Spec 19” turn motor class, Fixed 24 degree  Motors:

Motors with bearings or bushings are allowed.

Motor timing must be (keyed into the end bell) fixed at 24 deg. (no adjustable timing)

Motor Cans may have a  two or four magnets only.

Brushes (size and shape) and brush hood will as originally supplied with the motor.

No End-bell or brush hood modifications allowed.

Only full stack armatures, machine wound and with crimped terminals with inserted tag “19 turn” or similar wording will be allowed. (no hand wound arms)

Brush springs are open.

Brushes shaping or modifying to allow timing advancement is prohibited.

Brush serrations and cavities are permitted but full face outline must remain.

The Timing Key in the End-Bell must not be worn to allow rotation.

Novak 4300 Brushless Motor with bonded rotor may be used in this class
Novak 10.5 EX Brushless Motor with standard (bonded) rotor may be used in this class
